Paul Nussbaum, Ph.D. 
 A clinical neuropsychologist specializing in aging across the lifespan and 
brain health.  Dr. Nussbaum is an adjunct associate professor in 

neurological surgery at the University of Pittsburgh School of Medicine.   
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 Justice Maureen O’Connor 
Elected in 2002 as the 148th Justice and sixth woman to join the court, 
Justice O‟Connor gave the court its first-ever female majority. Her 
2008 re-election is the latest achievment in a long career in public 

service as a practicing attorney, magistrate, common pleas court judge, 
prosecuting attorney in Summit County, and in 1998 was elected 
Ohio‟s lieutenant governor. 

 

Justice Judith Ann Lanzinger 
Became the only person elected to all four levels of the Ohio judiciary 
when she was elected the 150th Supreme Court Justice in 2004.  Over 
her 25-year career, Justice Lanzinger served on the Supreme Court, 

6th District Court of Appeals, Lucas County Court of Common Pleas 
and the Toledo Municipal Court. 

 

 

 
Suzanne Leson, Ph.D., RD, LD 
Assistant Professor and Director of the Coordinated Program in 

Dietetics at Youngstown State University.  Dr Leson is a member of 

the American Dietetic Association serving on many committees at the 

national, state and district levels. 

 

Suzanne Vogel-Scibilia, M.D. 
A clinical psychiatrist and past president of the National Alliance on 
Mental Illness.  Dr. Vogel-Scibilia founded and operates an independent 
mental health clinic, is a clinical assistant professor at Western 

Psychiatric Institute and is on the faculty of two community hospitals. 

 

Dennis Watkins, Esq. 
Prosecuting attorney for Trumbull County since 1984.  Prosecutor 
Watkins is a past president of the Ohio Prosecuting Attorneys 
Association and is currently an instructor for the Peace Officers 

Training Council for the State of Ohio and serves on the faculty of both 

Kent State and Younstown State Universities.  Hon. Watkins has made 
national appearances on the NBC Today Show, Oprah Winfrey Show, 

A&E Investigative Reports, America‟s Most Wanted and BBC 
Television. 

 

Judge Thomas A. Swift  
Currently is serving his sixth term as judge of the Trumbull County 
Probate Court. Judge Swift is the past president of the Ohio 
Association of Probate Judges, chair-elect of the Ohio Judicial 

Conference, and a board member of the National Committee for the 
Prevention of Elder Abuse, and serves on the Board of Governors of 
the American Judges Association.
